money for their food and the children must be
in school and they must not work in difficult
conditions. All children should be in school
until 14 years old.

The boarding schools will propose free school
things : schoolbags; full pencil cases; many
books and copybooks, free dormitories and the
food will be free too.

So project is a real opportunity to change the
lives of these children, but also the lives of
their families, because if the children go to
school, they can get a good job and help their
parents later.
